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Check Updates

Hit the Road!
Don't open the first envelope until you're ready to leave. Once you're
finished at the first stop, you can open the second envelope. Four
stops are included within your road trip. 

We recommend doing the trip within 6 months of receiving this road
trip. Pay close attention to the 'When To Go' within the 'Navigating the
Road' section of this booklet.

Land Acknowledgement

How much will the
stops cost?

When should we leave?

We recommend leaving anytime
between 9:00 and 10:00  am. The later
you leave, the less time you may have
to complete all of the stops.

First Stop: No fee 

Second Stop: No fee

Third Stop: No fee

Fourth Stop: Our main suggestions
have no fee. One "Future Day Trip"
option has an admission fee per
vehicle ($). 

*Please note: gas, tolls, and food may
be additional costs. 

Can I bring my dog?

This trip is somewhat dog friendly!
There is at least one option on each
stop that allows dogs; however, note
that most of our eat & drink options
only allow dogs on outdoor patios. If
you’re bringing your pup, please be
prepared to spend most of your time
outdoors and taking food to-go.



From Charlotte*:
4 hours and 42 minutes / 262 miles

From Winston-Salem*:
4 hours and 57 minutes / 299 miles

From Blowing Rock:
3 hours and 44 minutes / 189 miles

From Statesville:
3 hours and 41 minutes / 214 miles

*We recommend booking an overnight hotel if
the driving distance is greater than 4 hours
round-trip.
