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Pick a Date

We recommend doing the trip within 6 months of receiving this road
trip.

The trip is
completely self-guided, so nothing needs to be booked in advance.

Asked Questions

How much will the
stops cost?

First Stop: No fee

Second Stop: The main option is
free.

Third Stop: No fee

Fourth Stop: An optional attraction
for $8-$18/person. We've
recommended quite a few other free
alternatives.

*Please note, gas, tolls, and food will
be an additional cost.

When should we leave?

We recommend leaving between
8:00 am - 8:30 am. The later you
leave, the less time you may have to
complete all of the stops.

Can I bring my dog?

Bringing your dog will limit you from
experiencing a handful of our
suggestions. Most of the restaurants
and cafe suggestions are not pup-
friendly unless you are sitting
outside.



How long will the
total trip take?

See the approximate round-trip
driving distances/times below.
These are driving distances only and
do not factor in time spent at stops.

From Downtown Miami*:
4 hours and 37 minutes / 237 miles

From Florida City*:
5 hours and 24 minutes / 305 miles

From Fort Lauderdale:
3 hours and 45 minutes / 187 miles

From West Palm Beach:
2 hours and 30 minutes / 102 miles

From Orlando*:
5 hours and 30 minutes / 326 miles

*We recommend booking an overnight hotel if
the round-trip driving distance is greater than

4 hours round-trip.

How many people
can I bring with me?

We recommended bringing up to 5
people on your surprise road trip.

If you're bringing a larger group, we
highly recommend having one person
in charge of booking reservations at
the restaurants and attractions in
advance. A digital itinerary can be
found in your confirmation email or on
page 5 of this booklet.
