Four
stops are included within your road trip.

How much will the
stops cost?

When should we leave?

We recommend leaving anytime
between 9:00 and 9:30 am. The later
you leave, the less time you may have
to complete all of the stops.

First Stop: No fee 

Second Stop: No fee

Third Stop: No fee 

Fourth Stop: Our main suggestion is
free to explore. We've also suggested
an optional alternative which is $5 per
person. 

*Please note: gas, tolls, and food may
be additional costs. 

Can I bring my dog?
We do not recommend bringing
your dog as it will limit you from
experiencing a handful of our
suggestions. Restaurants and cafes
are not pup-friendly. 



From Downtown Atlanta, GA:
2 hours and 55 minutes / 150 miles

From Marietta, GA:
2 hours and 31 minutes / 114 miles 

From Duluth, GA:
3 hours and 30 minutes / 170 miles

From Chattanooga, TN:
3 hours and 35 minutes / 179 miles

From LaGrange, GA*:
4 hours and 35 minutes / 238 miles
 
From Athens, GA*:
5 hours / 267 miles

*We recommend booking an overnight hotel if
the driving distance is greater than 4 hours
round-trip.

These are driving distances only and
do not factor in time spent at stops.
