Don't open the first envelope until you're ready to leave. Once you're
finished at the first stop, you can open the second envelope. Four
stops are included within your road trip. 

We recommend doing the trip within 6 months of receiving this road
trip.

How much will the
stops cost?

When should we leave?

We recommend leaving around 9:00
am if you’re coming from Chicago.
The later you leave, the less time you’ll
have to explore all of the stops.

Please note that one super spooky
(and Hollywood famous!) option on
stop #4 offers self-guided tours with
seasonal hours between March to
November. If you’d like to do this
option, we recommend arriving by
2:30 pm, so please plan your day
accordingly. 

First Stop: No fee 

Second Stop: No fee

Third Stop: No fee

Fourth Stop: One seasonal option
requires an admission fee ($10-$20 pp).
We’ve provided a free year-round
alternative. 

*Please note: gas, tolls, and food are
additional costs at your own expense.

Can I bring my dog?
This trip is somewhat pet-friendly! At
every stop there will be at least one
option for you to explore with your
furry friend. Please note that our shop
and eatery suggestions only allow
dogs on patios, so we recommend
coordinating with the weather.



From Chicago, IL:
2 hours and 5 minutes / 86 miles

From Rockford, IL*:
4 hours and 10 minutes / 229 miles

From Milwaukee, WI*:
4 hours and 30 minutes / 248 miles

*We recommend booking an overnight hotel if
the driving distance is greater than 4 hours
round-trip.
